The wider College estate covers 890 hectares and is used extensively for 

educational purposes.  The estate encompasses a diverse range of

The College farm is a partly organic mixed farm which is made up of a 

range of enterprises. These include the dairy herd, an indoor pig unit 

housing approximately 120 sows and 5 boars, an organic sheep unit 

producing lamb for local butchers, a Sussex suckler beef herd (also run as 

part of the organic farming operations) a range of crops including wheat 

barley and oilseed rape as well as forage crops to support the dairy herd 

over the winter months. Also housed on the College farm is an oilseed 

rape press for the production of rape seed oil. 

 

Wales Farm offers a vast range of learning opportunities across the 

curriculum. Many schools visit the farm on a regular basis and appreciate 

the opportunity to experience a working farm in a safe and structured 

environment. Wales Farm is accredited through the Access to Farms 

network and the Learning Outside of the Classroom Quality Badge. Visits 

to the farm promise to be a practical, multi-sensory and memorable 

experience that cannot be offered in the classroom. A farm visit can 

ŜƴǊƛŎƘ ŀ ŎƘƛƭŘΩǎ learning now and in the future and for many children can 

be the first step in understanding where the food on their plate comes 

from.

 School Project ~ News 

The first task undertaken was to plant a hedgerow along two sides of the 

rectangular garden to provide cover and food for wildlife.  The children 

lifted saplings from the Downs to access native plant species and assist in 

the conservation of the Downs through managing scrub. The ground for 

planting was dug over, watered and after lunch on the first day all of the 

children joined forces to plant the saplings, dress them with well rotted 

compost and water them in.

selection of recycled materials which they joined forces to accumulate.  

These included stones, bricks, old tiles and clay tubes for amphibians; fir 

cones, dry leaves, bark, dead wood, hay and straw for insects; canes, 

tennis balls and air bricks for bees.  

The groups worked hard to build up the different layers of habitat and 

secure the pallets on top of each other.  A special hedgehog home was 

created at the base of the pallets and a living roof was planted using a 

selection of wild flower and herb plants that the children had grown in 

preparation back at school. 

To encourage birds to the garden the 

children created two bird stations.  They 

made bird boxes, feeders using old pine 

cones and logs, and pods containing 

nesting materials that were collected 

from around the College farm. 

The children learnt how to use hand 

tools safely and showed that they were 

sensible and responsible enough to be 

allowed to work together to construct 

the bird boxes. 

 

 

 

 



 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Two wild flower gardens were 

created to attract butterflies and 

bees to the area.

Finally, using the wood from 

pallets and fence posts a 

small group positioned, 

designed and built a compost 

bin. Schools who visit the 

Centre will now be able to use 

the compost bin for their food 

waste and at the same time 

the bin will encourage mini-

beasts and small mammals to 

the area. 

Working in the garden was thirsty work so one group of children took 

some time out to collect elderflower and make cordial. The rest of the 

ingredients were kindly supplied by the College chef!. 

 

A meandering pathway was 

created through the centre of the 

wildlife garden.  The children 

prepared the ground and collect 

woodchips and tree rings before 

they could get on with laying the 

pathway.  The children worked 

well as a team and got stuck in 

on what was a very warm day! 

 

 

 òAt first the children didn't know what to expect when 

we announced our trip  to Plumpton College to create a 

nature garden.  However, when the children arrived  at 

College they were all quickly enthused, engaged and 

motivated in the wide range of tasks made available to 

them. Those children who find conventional teaching 

methods and school life difficult benefi t ted greatly, as 

it  gave them a hands on approach to learning.  The 

visits  provided  the children  with the  opportunity to see 

what vocations and career options are  available to 

them, with  a passion to one day go to Plumpton  College!  

It has also inspired us a t school to develop  our own 

nature garden and use the skills we, as teachers, learnt 

along the way.  The trips were loved by all; pupils, 

parents and staffó.
